1.) Make are render in Bryce of the object and export it as a bmp.
2.)  Make a 2nd render in Bryce of the object, but have Object Mask on to make the alpha channel mask.  Make sure the object is selected and that the camera position hasn’t changed.  Export as a bmp.
3.) Open the render image from step 1 in GIMP.
4.) In GIMP go to File and select Open as Layers and open the 2nd render, the alpha channel mask, as a layer.
5.) Make the 1st image invisible by clicking the eye in the GIMP Layer’s Dock next to it.  The alpha channel mask is the only layer you want visible.  The Layer’s Dock is in the right hand box of items.  It can be opened by going to the Windows tab and selecting it from Dockable Dialogs if it isn’t visable.
6.) In GIMP go to Colors and select Invert.  The white areas of the alpha channel mask will become black and the black areas will now be white.
7.) In the GIMP tool box select the Fuzzy Select Tool.  (It looks like a wand.)
8.) Click in the white area of in the alpha channel mask layer.  In some cases you may want to use the By Color option in the Select tab or may need to use the wand in multiple spots depending on the alpha channel mask layer.
9.) Go to Edit and clear.
10.)  Now make the alpha mask layer invisible by clicking the eye in the layer menu and the 1st image you made invisible my clicking where its’ eye was.
11.)  The “ant line “or dot line will be visible.  Go to Select and select Invert.  The ant line at this point ought to be colored around part you want to keep for your CC3 symbol, etc.
12.)  Go to Edit and select Cut.
13.)  In the Layer’s Dock right click on the alpha mask layer and select Merge Down.  The alpha Mask Layer ought to be the top layer before you do this.   Use the arrows at the bottom to raise it up if it isn’t.
14.)  You now have only one layer which is your old alpha channel.  Go to Select and chose All.
15.)  Got to Edit and select Clear.
16.)  Go to edit and select Paste.   The part you want to keep from step 11 will now be visible and the areas around it will show up as a checker board to indicate they are transparent.
17.) If needed crop around the image. 
18.)  Go to File and select Save As.
19.) Type the name you want to save it as.  Click the+ box next to the Select by File Type and select PNG.
